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Following the publication N°104 in June 2008 of the French national Ethics Committee (CCNE), AIMSU, a nonprofit medical association gathering emergency physicians and engineers, decided to explore new tracks for information medical really adapted by nature and handling to the circumstances of the emergency (hospital, doctor on call, travel ...). Indeed, at hospital emergency department, 80% of people cannot communicate their medical profile and, for more than 50% of admitted, knowing it would be helpful or very helpful (source: 2009 - Dr. Philippe JEAN, Head of Emergencies, Hôpital Nord Marseille). Supported early on by two major public institutions, i.e. CCNE and the National Committee for Informatics and freedom (CNIL), AIMSU has demonstrated the relevance in the context of the emergency practice of a simple and robust solution that is based on three axioms in a untapped combination: focus on the medical information required for initial management; manage the data under the responsibility of the patient mix; unbound the civil identity and the medical identity. Early 2009, in partnership with the IT Dept of Marseille University (LSIS research laboratory), AIMSU upscale its concept and received public financial aid by the National Multimedia innovation incubator Belle de Mai: Sanoia.com website was launched. This site allows anyone to access to its online health data sheet. This sheet summarizes the essential information for medical care in emergencies: medical history, treatments followed, chronic diseases, vaccines, allergies ... It is accessible to any doctor in France and abroad, 24/24, through a secured number that the owner keeps on him. Late 2009, the CNIL, after a comprehensive technical expertise of sanoia.com, concluded for the first time in France in the anonymity of a solution, both on a functional and technological level! This resulted in breaking the critical barrier that prevented the health professional to manipulate the patient data in emergency without concern for his private life. The site offering a free health service has been awarded on December 10, 2009 by JP Segade, Director of the Public Hospitals of Marseille at the first regional conference dedicated to Health and Media. To date, over 10 000 profiles have been created and efforts, mainly targeted toward medical and patients associations, are made to generalize the use of Sanoia.com. A Technical work is underway to study the feasibility of connecting sanoia.com to the national health system (Health professionals ID cards) to "validate" the medical records of their patients. Recognizing that the principles used maybe facing difficulties when considering the conservation of all elements of the medical history, we nevertheless believe that our approach is likely to be storage space, adapted for emergency situations, and could be regarded as a final link of other medical records such Hospitals EMR. Several French medical institutions, attracted by the immediacy and operational features of sanoia.com, are studying how to inform, in the coming weeks, patients after hospital stay of this new health reflex.
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
